Vznik nazvu karate-do / The origin of the Name karate-do

Nazev Karate-do, neboli "cesta prazdné ruky”, vefejné poulll v roce 1929 mistr Funakoshi
Gichin, atkoliv neni jisté zda pravé on byl tviircem tohoto nézvu, protoZe toto pojmenovani se
objevilo (dajné jiZ v roce 1905, a bylo pouZivdne finymi mistry tohoto bojového uméni
plivodné nazyvaného Okinawa-te (Okinawské-ruce) nebo Téde (Cinské ruce), kterému se
také zjednodusené flkalo pouze jednoduse Te (ruce). Zména ndzvu z “inské ruce” na
“prézdné ruce” nebyla problematicka, protoe plivodni znak pro "td" v ndzvu "téde" Ize Hst
rovnéZ jako "kara" a obsahové se jednd vidy o ndzev "tinské- ruce”, a tak byl pouze vyménén
nak znamenafici obsahové Einsky za stejné znéjici znak "kara" s jinym vyznamem, a to s
vyznamem prazdny. Tak vznikl nazev "karate-do”, Divody pro zménu v ndzvu lze spatiovat v
nékolika moznostech. Jednou 2 nich je filosoficky a moraini obsah slova prazdny, tak jak jej
chipal mistr Funakoshi, druhou pak aspekt toho, Je se v karate neulivaji zbrané a v
neposledn| fadé pak diivodem mohl byt ffici se Japonsky nacionalizmus v dobé, kdy se
Japonsko snatilo predejit jakémukoliv spojeni s Cinou. Kazdopadné celou svoji Zivotni praci
pomohl mistr Funakoshi k popularizaci pojmenovéni zndmého jako "Karate-do”.

The name of Karate-do, the “way of the emply hand", is said to have been introduced in 1929

by Master Funakoshi Gichin. It Is uncertain whether or not Funakoshi really invented this

name, cause it have already used by another masters in 1905. This martial art used to be

calted Okinawa-te (hand of Okinawa) or Tode (China-hand), or simply Te (hand). To make the change from “china-
hand” to "emply hands” was no problem, cause the character of "t3" in the word “tode" can also be pronounced as
“kara', without changing the meaning or the connotation. In this way “tode” becomes "karate”, still with the meaning of
“China-hand". So there was exchange the character "kara* from “China" to “empty". This way was originate the name
“Karate-do". Nevertheless, ter Funakoshi helped make the name *Karate-do" popular through his life ‘s work.
